Officer responded to 210 Madison Avenue in regards to a Domestic
Disturbance.

The suspect went back into the house along with the female and advised
that he would kill himself, the victim and police and refused to come out.
This created a hostage situation and stand- off. At this time 0700 hours we
are still trying to get him to come out. At approximately 0725 hours the
suspect surrenders.

Investigation revealed that a neighbor at 204 Madison Avenue called in the
Domestic Battery.

After several hours of negations with no response, tears gas was deployed
into the residence and the suspect along with the victim eventually came
out of the residence.

The victim (Shelby Robins born in 94) was treated at the scene for minor
bruises to her back from the domestic violence.

The suspect (Joshua S. Jacobs W/M DOB 05-12-89) was arrested and he is
being charged with two counts of Aggravated Assault on a Police Officers
and Domestic Battery.
